���� The Seven Seals

When the scroll is opened, each seal reveals 
something:

1.White horse → influence / conquest (can be 
truth or deception)

2.Red horse → war and conflict

3.Black horse → famine, economic struggle

4.Pale horse → death and widespread suffering

5.Souls crying out → justice for those who 
suffered

6.Cosmic shaking → world systems shaken

7.Silence in heaven → something serious is 
about to happen

���� Meaning: 
The seals show the beginning of troubles—like 
warning signs
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�������� The Seven Shofarim

Shofarim are like alarms or warnings ����

Each trumpet brings partial judgment:

1.Earth damaged (vegetation burned)

2.Sea affected (life destroyed)

3.Waters become bitter

4.Sun, moon, stars darkened

5.Torment (spiritual suffering)

6.Large-scale destruction / war

7.Elohim’s kingdom announced

���� Meaning: 
These are wake-up calls—not total destruction 
yet, but warnings

��������� The Dragon

What is seen:

• A powerful dragon opposing everything good
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Meaning:

• Represents Satan / evil spiritual force

���� Message: 
There is a real spiritual battle, not just physical 
problems

���������� The Beasts

Two main beasts appear:

1.1.1. Beast from the sea

• Political power / empire

• Controls people, demands loyalty

���� Think: corrupt governments or systems

1.1.2. Beast from the earth (false prophet)

• Promotes the first beast

• Performs signs to deceive
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���� Think: false teachings, manipulation, 
propaganda

����� The Mark (666)

What is seen:

• A number tied to the beast

• Needed to buy/sell

Meaning:

• Symbol of alignment with corrupt systems

• Not just a physical mark—also about loyalty 
and mindset

���� Message: 
Be careful what you follow, trust, and depend on

��������������� Babylon

What is seen:

• A rich, powerful city that falls
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Meaning:

• Represents corrupt world systems:

• greed

• pride

• moral decay

���� Message: 
Anything built on corruption will eventually 
collapse

����� The New Yerushalayim

What is seen:

• A perfect, peaceful city from heaven

Meaning:

• Elohim’s final plan:

• no suffering

• no death

• complete peace
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���� Message: 
There is a hopeful ending beyond all chaos

�� PART 2: What This Means for Daily Life

This is the most important part ��

������� 1. Stay grounded in truth

With “beasts” and deception:

���� Today:

• Don’t believe everything blindly

• Be careful of misinformation, manipulation

���� 2. Don’t lose your values in hard times

With war, famine, crisis:

���� Today:

• Life will have ups and downs
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• Stay kind, honest, steady even when things 
get tough

�������� 3. Trust that justice will come

With the souls crying out:

���� Today:

• Sometimes wrong things happen

• Not everything is resolved immediately

But: 
���� Justice is not forgotten

����� 4. Don’t rely only on worldly systems

With Babylon falling:

���� Today:

• Money, power, status are not permanent

• Systems can fail
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So: 
���� Build your life on strong values, not just 
success

����� 5. Hold on to hope

With the New Yerushalayim:

���� Today:

• No matter how chaotic the world feels

• There is a bigger, better outcome ahead
